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We are happy to report that fiscal year 2008-09 was indeed a  

remarkable year for the Health Partnership Clinic. Through the  

support of our partners, HPC is meeting the challenges of a down-

ward economy and the influx of more patients as workers are losing 

their jobs and health benefits. Some of the accomplishments over the 

last year are: 

 

¶ The Overland Park clinic relocated to a much larger facility 

      allowing for greater access to care. The number of patient visits 

      soared to over 8600(up from 4909 the previous year).  

 

¶ HPC has incorporated Health Information Technology into Clinic 

operations and has developed a web-based portal for the five part-

nering hospitals to make direct referrals for eligible patients for 

follow-up treatment. This portal serves as mechanism that links 

the Clinic with the hospitals so that more low income, uninsured 

Johnson Countians have access to a medical home.  With this por-

tal the Clinic hopes to decrease inappropriate usage of the emer-

gency departments. 

 

¶ The Clinic has also developed an Electronic Health Records 

(EHR) card that is given to all new patients to use throughout the 

healthcare system, providing a link to the patients encrypted and 

password protected medical history for referral providers. This 

immediate access to health records will improve patients'  likeli-

hood of getting the right care in emergencies and reduce medical 

errors and duplicated tests.  

 

¶ The Clinic has added after hours access to care.  Through funding 

from the Healthcare Foundation of Greater Kansas City and the 

REACH Healthcare Foundation, the Clinic began providing care 

on Monday evenings and Saturday mornings in Olathe and Thurs-

day evenings in Overland Park. 

 

¶ The dental clinic has greatly increased access to care as a result of 

increasing partnerships in the community. Between FY 07/08 and 

FY 08/09, patient visits nearly tripled, increasing from 932 to 

2648.  

 

As the need for access to free health care in our community continues 

to increase, the Board of Directors and staff are dedicated to ensuring 

that the Clinic remains strong, sustainable and strategically posi-

tioned to respond to these needs. As a partner in our efforts, you are 

an integral part of our success. Please know that we can only continue 

our work with your ongoing support. Thank you.
